That means any
person who served April 6, 1917 to Nov. 11,
1918 or Dec. 7, 1941 to a “time later
determined by the federal government” can
be admitted to membership in the American
Legion, provided they meet all other
qualifications.

It's always been my personal belief that when each
of us stood to take the oath of service—whether
there was an active conflict or not—we didn’t know
if a conflict would breakout or escalate to a full-
blown war. We didn’t know, but we raised our
hands and took the oath regardless.
